 Notification GO No 2751-ICA dt 7/8/03 of Joint Secretary & Ex-officio of Director of Culture, 
Government of West Bengal, Deptt of Information & Cultural Affairs, Kolkata – 700 001. 
 
 In cancellation of the Department’s Notification No 2671/ICA dated 29/06/2001 and all other previous 
orders in this connection it has since been decided after careful consideration of the matter that the following 
officers will accord permission to hold Jatra Shows as noted below : 
 

1. SDO will accord permission for holding Jatra Shows in the Municipal areas. 
2. BDO will be the Competent Authority to accord permission to hold Jatra Shows within Panchayat 

areas in view of the provisions of Bengal Amusement Tax Act 1922 and West Bengal Finance Act 
1995. 

3. The organizers will have to submit two (2) sets of applications to the officer concerned, of which 
one set will go to the concerned PS for the clearance. It will be presumed that the PS has no 
objection if the clearance does not reach SDOs/BDOs within three working days. If the PS has any 
objection it has to submit a report to the concerned authority incorporating the cause within three 
working days. 

4. SDOs/BDOs will convey their opinion to the applicants within four working days. If permission is 
accorded, a sum of Rs 200/- only as Show Tax and Rs 1250/- only will be charged as Police Cash. 
The amount in both the cases will have to be deposited to the concerned Treasury and permission  
will be  

 
given on the basis of attested copies of Treasury Challans. BDOs will attest these copies. 

5. Show Tax and police cost will have to be deposited   under the following heads only on T.R. Form 
No 7. 
Heads of Account   “004-500-1-1/001-02”  for Show Tax and “0055-00-10-0-002-05- Police”  for 
Police cost. 

6. When services of the Fire Department is made available, charges for such services will be Rs. 2500/- 
only. The Service Charges will have to be deposited under the Head of Account “0070-Other 
Administrative Service-60-Other Services – 108 – Fire protection and Control” . No payment will be 
necessary if the services of the Fire Department is not made available.

On 19/1/04 O/C SOG and staff of CID West Bengal conducted a raid at Uttarlalpur 
village under PS Chakdah, District Nadia and arrested 1) Monoj Chakraborty (30) 
of same village, 2) Swapan Kundu (35) of Pabna Colony PS do, 3) Pradip Saha 
(24) of Raiganj Shyamapally, PS Raiganj District Uttar Dinajpur and recovered 
some  white papers, chemical and other articles from the house of accd Monoj 
Chakraborty. It revealed that these articles were used for making forged currency 
notes. 

 
2) Ref : Calcutta High Court  writ petition No 2181 of 2002 (Nupur Mondal Vs. 

West Bengal Board of Secondary Education and others. 
 

One Nupur Mondal, a candidate of Madhyamik Examination filed this writ 
petition, stating that the answer scripts did not bear her hand writings and those 
were written by someone else. During hearing of the writ, Answer Script in 
question along with specimen handwriting of the candidate were sent to QDEB, 
CID West Bengal for examination and comparison. 
 
Shri Prabir Kr Maitra, Officer in charge, QDEB, CID after a prolonged & pain 
staking examination of the documents and also by deciphering the obliterated 
writings with the help of scientific apparatus opined that both the answer scripts 
and the specimens were identical and written by the same person. 
 
Including the writ Hon’ble Mr Justice Barun Ghosh of Calcutta High Court (vide 
Memo No Exn 3008 dated 15/12/03 of the Ld. Registrar, Calcutta High Court) 
was pleased to send a note of appreciation of the court  to Shri P.K. Mitra for the 
trouble taken by  him to assist  the  court  to reach a final conclusion and also for  
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helping the court to conclude that no injustice was done to the petitioner and  
disposed of the matter.

Ld. Sessions Judge, 3rd Bench, City Sessions Court, Calcutta found all the four 
accused persons guilty. Three were sentenced to death while the other was 
convicted for life imprisonment. 
 
In this case also Shri Prabir Kumar Maitra, O/C QDEB, CID , West Bengal played a 
vital role in adducing the evidences by examining the questioned documents and by 
comparison of the same with the standard/specimen writings. He also experienced a 
nerve-racking cross examination in the Sessions Court for long 17 months by the 
Defense counsel. (Times of India dated 28/8/03).
